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The Whistler Athletes’ High Performance Centre will serve as a training centre for top
athletes before, during and after the 2010 Olympic and Paralympic Games, and has been
designed to achieve high goals in terms of sustainability, functionality, constructional
methods and overall program.

Designed by Hotson Bakker Boniface Haden to be a lasting legacy from the Olympic
Games, the athletic centre is a Certified LEED® Gold project; with energy from a nearby
sewage treatment plant providing heating and cooling for the building; use of local materials;
natural ventilation; radiant heating and cooling and on-site stormwater management.
Offsite prefabrication methods were used in construction to produce high-quality results
within tight time and budget constraints.

The 20,000 square foot facility is organized around a fitness centre and gymnastics gym
and will become a neighborhood centre for the new community that will evolve out of
the Athlete’s Village at Whistler. It will have external courtyards, an interior atrium and
classroom or social and gathering spaces, and as well the facility will act as a regional
training ground for the province’s elite athletes.
